Opening address:

Cllr K Coles addressed those present to welcome and introduce members and guests to the inaugural meeting of the SLCA CPF. 

K Coles introduced L Phillimore as Chairman and invited the Chair to lead the meeting.
The Chair addressed the meeting to: -

Welcome members to the meeting and set out the future vision; structure; responsibility; opportunities and direction of the SLCA Conservative Policy Forum in so far as: -
1) Central Office suggests that CPF’s be informal groups with no formal Codes of Conduct; standards or policies with the objective of assisting Central Office in forming election policies for 2015 and 2020.

2) The Chair expressed concern that CPF’s should also be interested in 2012, 2013 and 2014 and there was a degree of naivety by Central Government if they believed that they had all the answers up until 2015. Those present agreed.

3) There is an opportunity for SLCA – CPF to become and be seen as a leading and progressive light within the CPF’s.

4) The SLCA – CPF is a member driven forum where members will decide the ongoing evolution of the Forum.

5) There is an opportunity to widen the SLCA – CPF remit to include neighbouring districts and associations.

6) Those present approved the appointment of Tony Greenwood as minute taker for the evening.

7) Those present approved the Co-Option of Tony Greenwood as Deputy Chair for the SLCA – CPF.
8) To record the formal formation of the SLCA – CPF with members and guests present and apologies received.

9) The Chair also expressed concern that 600 un-directed; informal Association CPF’s could lead to complicated and disjointed submissions. Members agreed.
10) Members agree to extend the SLCA - CPF relationship to include neighbouring districts and associations to ensure coherent regional strategies; focus and policies were proposed.

11) All members confirmed that they were happy with the proposed format.
12) The adopted policies and procedures for the SLCA – CPF are set out; separately on following pages.

Points of discussion:
13) That the Forum is invited to discuss and submit policy suggestions of our own generation. Individual members were invited to record and submit: -

a. Up to 3 areas of personal interest for future policy discussion

b. Up to 3 policies / procedures / evolutionary directions for the SLCA – CPF to consider / adopt

14) Business in Hand - Document 05/2011 – Credit after the Credit Crunch

The Chair suggested members should not believe everything that is put forward by Central Office as being wholly accurate in their deliberations and considerations citing some concerns as to the stated cause of the 1929 USA Stock Market crash.
